Town Teams are typically made up
of reps from business, community groups, residents, tourism groups, An
Garda Siochana, charities, social enterprises, sports organisations, cultural
groups, voluntary groups, Chamber of Commerce, retailers, developers, and
educational facilities. Each town, however, is different and it is important that
the Team reflects the Town.
