THE TYRONE GUTHRIE CENTRE REGIONAL RESIDENCY AWARD 2025
Over 27 local authorities in Northern Ireland and the Republic of Ireland offer special residency awards to artists to enable them to spend one week at the Tyrone Guthrie Centre at Annaghmakerrig, the artists’ workplace in County Monaghan. Visit www.tyroneguthrie.ie for details.
The Arts Department of Wexford County Council is pleased to announce the provision of two such bursaries in 2025 for artists who are resident in County Wexford.

Each bursary covers all board and lodging expenses and the use of a number of facilities (https://tyroneguthrie.ie/facilities ) if necessary for a two-week period, plus a €300 stipend once dates have been confirmed – this allowance is paid 1 week prior to departure by Wexford Arts Department.
Aims of the Bursary Scheme

· To discover emerging and established professional artists throughout the island of Ireland who might benefit from working at Annaghmakerrig.

· Through the artistic projects they realise to make their work apparent to the local communities from which they come, through exhibitions, performances, readings and other manifestations.

· Through this process to allow the Tyrone Guthrie Centre to establish partnerships with local authorities the length and breadth of the island of Ireland in keeping with its origins and aims as a major cross-border collaboration between Northern Ireland and the Republic of Ireland.

NOTES FOR APPLICANTS / SELECTION CRITERIA
Applicants should show significant achievement in their chosen field. This would normally mean that writers should already have published in book form, painters and sculptors should have had one-person shows in reputable galleries and that composers and musicians should have had their work commissioned, recorded, or performed, or whatever might be appropriate to the particular artform. Otherwise, the applicant must demonstrate a high degree of promise attested by references or other forms of support from established figures in the arts.
Applicants should clearly articulate their intentions for their stay at Annaghmakerrig and explain how they plan to utilise the specific facilities offered by the Tyrone Guthrie Centre.  This project is a key component of the application process and should demonstrate that the applicant is working towards a significant creative goal, such as an exhibition, publication, or performance which would benefit from their time at the Centre.

However, the residency can also be approached as a “timeout to think”, providing space for reflection, exploration, and idea development without the immediate pressure to produce a finished work.  Applicants are encouraged to describe how they would use the time either for specific project development or for broader creative and intellectual growth, depending on the applicants’ goals.
TERMS, CONDITIONS AND GUIDELINES

1. Completed applications must be submitted in by email to arts@wexfordcoco.ie along with a detailed curriculum vitae and supporting material.
Incomplete applications will not be considered. Digital submission on one PDF or Word document accepted.  Applications must not exceed 12 MB in size including support material. Please put in the subject Line of the email –

2. Applicants must be resident in County Wexford, for a minimum period of two years
3. Two bursary awards will be made to artists from all fields living in Co Wexford to enable them to spend 2 weeks at the Tyrone Guthrie Centre at Annaghmakerrig.  Residencies must be taken within a 12 month period of receiving the bursary, subject to availability.
4. Artists will be selected based on their previous achievements and the project they intend to further during their working residence.

5. The bursary will cover board and lodging costs, and candidates must make their own travel arrangements.  Please note that Wexford County Council will contribute a €300 stipend to assist with general expenses prior to departure. 
6. No cash alternative will be offered, and the bursary cannot be passed on to a third party.
7. Candidates must be over 21 years of age before 31st January 2025
8. Wexford County Council must be acknowledged in all publicity material associated with the project. Council logos are available from the Arts Department.  Council reserves the right to publicise the awarding of the Tyrone Guthrie Residency.
9. Successful candidates will be asked to provide a short-written report to the Arts Department on completion of the residency.
10. Awards will be made by an independent adjudication panel.
11. All applicants will be advised of Council’s decisions by email.
12. Late or faxed applications will NOT be considered.  
13. Annaghmakerrig is administered by a Board appointed by the two Arts Councils in Ireland
